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The exhibits present only a small part of
bells taken from Istrian churches during
the Second World War to be used for mili-
tary purposes. In 1961 some of them were
returned to Istria and enlisted into the Reg-
ister of movable cultural goods of the Rijeka

County in 1962. The first Collection of Bells
consisted of 33 registered and two unreg-
istered bells. In the period between 1986
and 1999 twelve of them were returned to
the bell owners while the rest are present-
ed in the exhibition.
