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Introduction  
 
The creation of educational and information materials aimed to tourists has been always one of the 

main objectives of the HISTORIC project, in relation to the promotion of the pilot sites, through didactic 

and informative materials for tourists. During the project implementation, many proposals were 

outlined, concerning the production of these materials, immediately supporting tourists and tourists, 

during the cultural fruition experience, within targeted archaelogical areas and museums.  

Some of the project partners have created traditional educational and information materials, such as 

maps, brochures, leaflets and other printed items to guide visitors during the cultural fruition 

experience. However, it will be useful to remember how the COVID-19 Pandemic of the last two years 

has greatly influenced the possibilities of distributing these materials, as well as the same tourist 

presences in the pilot sites of the HISTORIC project. 

As a consequence of this event, the project partners had to rethink some of the educational and 

informational materials for tourists, outsourcing the cultural offer of the pilot sites and the 

informational and educational contents, through the production of videos and web pages. 

Thus, this deliverable briefly summarizes for each partner the tools adopted to produce didactic and 

informative material related to the pilot sites or the events realized within the pilot sites during the 

implementation of the project.

Municipality of Rovigo organised the mid-term event “With the hands in history” at the premises of the 

Museum of Great Rivers on 28th-29th August 2021, as an opportunity to disseminate the results of the 

project to the general public, with a series of conferences (with the participation of the partnership), 

workshops and laboratories, attracting a total of 1,200 people.

SILENZIO LAGUNARE: using the machinery purchased by ESU Venice, the group of Prof. Turria of the 

ABA of Venice has created art folders of the 35X40cm format with 4 original engravings by the artists 

Paolo Fraternali, Elena Molena, Andrea Serafini and Giovanni Turria and five poems by the authors 

invited to the "Silenzio Lagunare" series of conferences, accompanied by written interventions by the 

representatives of the various promoters. 40 copies were made to be distributed to local authorities, 

through a selected address book. The poems and engravings were printed on HISTORIC watermarked 

paper. Also in the context of Silenzio Lagunare, 8 bookmarks have been created that tell the sequence of 

the meetings; 

MEMORIE RIFLETTENTI: realization of prototyping of transcoded matrices for laser cutting and relief 

printing by artists;  

TERRACQUA: about ten images will tell the story of the project. The postcards measure 15 cm x 22 cm 

and are printed on 300 g cardboard. Collections in slipcase. Edition 25 copies.
