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1. THE ADRIREEF FESTIVAL

From	 the	 30th	 of	 August	 to	 the	 1st	 of	 September	 2019,	 the	 seaside	 village	 of	 Marina	 di	
Ravenna,	 close	 to	 the	 city	 of	 Ravenna	 in	 Italy,	 hosted	the	 first	 ADRIREEF	 FESTIVAL.	 The	
European	 event	 inside	 the	 Italy-Croatia	 INTERREG	 Adrireef	 project	 was	 conceived	 as	 a	 key	
element	 for	 the	 involvement	 of	 stakeholders	 and	 general	 public	 and	 for	 the	 diffusion	 of	 the	
data,	information	and	results	provided	by	the	project.	
The	 aim	 of	 the	 event	 was	 to	 provide	 “good	 memories”	 to	 participants	 through	 exciting	
experiences	with	an	unconventional	approach,	 in	order	 to	disseminate	knowledge	and	values	
on	the	potentialities	of	reefs	for	blue	economy.	
The	 festival	was	 addressed	 to	 stakeholders,	 research	 institutions,	 business	 companies,	 SMEs,	
associations,	start-ups	but	also	students,	tourists	and	general	audience.	Performing	experiences	
with	 entertainment	 strategies	 is	 the	method	 that	was	 experimented	 for	 successful	 and	 long	
lasting	involvement	and	dissemination.	Diving,	aquaculture,	fishing	on	or	near	reefs	were	some	
of	the	topics	of	the	Festival	happening	on	a	full	weekend	with	lectures,	workshops,	meetings,	
performing	events,	as	well	as	guided	tours,	cooking	experiences	and	food	tastings,	sustainable	
fishing	and	photo	excursions,	water	sports	competitions,	etc.	

Among	the	Festival	events,	one	of	the	most	peculiar	ones	was	the	first	Adriathon	Challenge	-	
the	Hackathon	of	the	Adriatic	Sea.	The	Municipality	of	Ravenna,	within	the	Adrireef	project	and	
with	 the	 scientific	 and	 technical	 collaboration	 of	 CIFLA	 (Innovation	 Centre	 of	 Fondazione	
Flaminia/Ravenna),	 ART-ER	 Innovation	 and	 Research	 Unit/Emilia	 Romagna	 Region,	 Clust-ER	
Greentech/Emilia-Romagna	Region	and	the	participation	of	the	project	Partners,	invited	teams	
of	entrepreneurial	and	creative	minds	to	create	innovative	Blue	Economy	business	models	for	
the	sustainable	exploitation	of	 the	natural	and	artificial	barriers	 (reefs)	of	 the	Adriatic	Sea.	 In	
particular,	 in	the	economic	sectors	 identified	by	the	Europe	2020	Blue	Growth	priorities,	such	
as	 aquaculture,	 fishery,	 coastal	 tourism,	 marine	 biotechnology,	 environmental	 research	 and	
education,	protection	of	the	coastal	and	marine	environment.	
The	initiative	was	conceived	as	a	call	to	action	for	teams	composed	by	environmental	scientists,	
engineers,	marine	biologists,	fishery	and	aquaculture	experts,	biotechnologists,	creative	minds,	
graphics,	 designers	 and	 web	 designers,	 marketing,	 communication	 and	 tourism	 experts,	
strategic	 business	 specialists,	 economists,	 sector-relevant	 professionals/students/PhD	
students/researchers	 for	 the	 proposal	 of	 new	 entrepreneurial	 ideas	 on	 the	 innovative	 and	
sustainable	 exploitation	 of	 the	 natural	 and	 artificial	 barriers	 of	 the	 Adriatic	 Sea	 and	 of	 the	
related	resources.	
In	 order	 to	 define	 the	 areas	 of	 intervention	 and	 to	 suggest	 notions	 and	 inspiration,	 the	
Organization	 offered	 a	 series	 of	 themed	 focuses	 held	 by	 sector	 experts	 and	 involved	 in	 the	
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ADRIREEF	project	activities.	A	special	 jury	awarded	€10,000	to	the	best	three	projects	 for	the	
acquisition	of	 the	 ideas	and	their	eventual	 future	 implementations.	Six	 teams	composed	by	a	
total	 of	 26	 participants	 concluded	 the	 competition.	 The	 non-stop	 activities	 started	 on	 Friday	
30th	August	 afternoon	and	 finished	on	 Sunday	1st	 September	morning	with	 the	open	public	
presentation	of	the	elaborated	projects	and	the	award	ceremony.
