The PRIZEFISH project, developed by the EU for the Italian-Croatian sector of the upper Adriatic 
and of which CESTHA is a partner, is primarily concerned with sustainable fishing, with the aim 
of replacing the most impactful fishing techniques with other more modern and sustainable. In 
this context, the focus was placed on typical products of Ravenna fishery, such as wild mussel 
and cuttlefish. But not only that, PRIZEFISH also pays great attention to accidental catches, 
especially sharks (through the application of mesh "gates" to prevent their entry into the net) 
and sea turtles (through luminous bollards on the nets), as well as the experimentation of cages 
for Squilla mantis, to avoid fishing for undersized or other non-target species. The text of the 
article has been released as telephone interview. This paper is distributed in all Ravenna 
municipality.

Similarly, other MSC initiatives like the BluFish and Hellasfish projects, devised for fisheries 
respectively in Southern Italy and Greece (BluFish project; Hellasfish project)16, were developed to 
identify good practices to enhance Mediterranean fishery management and help their route towards 
sustainability and the MSC certification.  

 Besides improving fisheries performances, certifications according to local or regional 
standards would ensure that local and regional features are taken into consideration. Indeed, 
national certification programmes have been developed by governments and/or industries in several 
countries such as Japan, the United States, Alaska, Iceland and France. In a semi-enclosed but large 
sea like the Mediterranean –which is characterised by high ecological and socio-political complexity 
and where fishing resources are exploited and shared by EU and non-EU countries – regional 
certification schemes at the level of sub-basins, like the Adriatic Sea, would be more appropriate. 
Furthermore, the age-old fishing tradition in Mediterranean countries has created deep-rooted 
fishing communities and a preference for traditional local fish products, a feature that can be 
valorised into a regional certification scheme (see more on this point in Section 3). 

 The decision to develop a regional/national and/or to apply for global/international 
certification is not just a question of feasibility but also of profitability (Hosch, Gilles 2017)17, 
particularly when consumers tend to trust local/regional produce more than other products. Kvalvik 
et al. (2014)18 investigated why, despite the apparent similarity of their fishing industries, Iceland 
and Norway adopted different approaches to the certification of fishing sustainability, as Iceland 
developed its own national programme whereas Norway opted for the MSC standard. According to 
the authors, the main factors were a reluctance of Icelandic industries to be subjected to a foreign 
standard and organisation coupled to a strong belief in the market value of local produce, whereas 
Norway (like several other countries) seemed to focus on the dominant market position of MSC, also 
considering that its certification is increasingly becoming a sort of ‘customary requirement’ for many 
fish export companies. 

As concerns the reputational aspects, the advantages linked to a generic, global label potentially 
covering all fisheries in the world are also debated. On the one hand, international certification and 
eco-labelling provide undeniable advantages, especially when the international labels are recognised 
and highly regarded on some domestic markets (e.g. Germany and Switzerland). Notably, the MSC 
certification has provided important environmental benefits in several fisheries (Agnew et al., 
2014)19and brings premium prices, benefits relating to market access and reputation for retailers 
and harvesters (Wakamatsu, 2014; Sánchez et al. 2020; Blandon et al., 2021; Giacomarra et al. 
2021)20, besides social benefits (Pérez-Ramírez et al. 2012; Lallemand et al. 2017)21. Nonetheless, the 
global standards have been facing increasing criticism, since empirical evidence has highlighted 
multiple risks and limitations. For example, M. Hadjimichal et al. (2015)22 feel that the 
standardisation of what is sustainable can create a ‘vicious circle’, in which ‘the concept that the label 
is meant to be certifying is appropriated by the label itself, thus the label becoming synonymous of 

                                                             
* The most common weaknesses identified for each of the three MSC core principles are as follows: 

 Principle 1 (Sustainable fish stocks): poor state of target species’ stocks; need for more effective 
harvest strategies; absence of explicit harvest control rules (HCRs);

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this concept’; in other words, the direct link between the concept of sustainability and the label can 
involve a risk (particularly when the label is dominant and widespread), by leading to a 
‘monopolisation’ of the concept of sustainability (Hadjimichal et al., 2015). Critically, several 
conservation organisations and other advocacy groups have questioned the credibility of the MSC 
process and its ability to identify healthy stocks, alleging that the MSC certificate has also been 
awarded to fisheries involved in overfishing (Christian et al., 2013)23. The applicability of the MSC 
programme to fisheries in the developing world has also been questioned. Despite the fact that these 
countries are the largest fish producers in the world (Stratoudakis et al. 2015)24, they are affected by 
severe difficulties; in particular, the often low quantity and quality of fisheries data has the potential 
to hamper certification (Deere, 1999)25. Finally, several studies suggest that small-scale fisheries may 
not be able to apply for the certification owing to the high costs of the programme and the lack of the 
substantial organisation needed for adhering to the protocols (see for instance Wakamatsu and 
Wakamatsu, 2017)26. Indeed, some representatives of the Icelandic fishing sector motivated their 
preference for a national scheme alleging, among other issues, that the ‘embodiment of their 
reputation in the international generic MSC could expose them to criticism and lack of trust because 
of malpractice of MSC fisheries in other countries’ (Kvalvik et al.). Last but not least, two criticisms 
often levelled at existing fisheries certification schemes are that most of them do not consider all 
possible criteria (in particular, MSC is lacking in socioeconomic aspects, which are only partially 
addressed by FoS) and that they provide a ‘conditional’ certification, i.e. the certification reflects a 
fishery’s commitment to improve its performances, but the fishery can use the label even though it 
has not yet met the standard’s requirements. The programmes thus promote future sustainability 
but at the same time appear to accept some negative situations. 

 

3. Factors in favour of a regional fisheries certification in the Adriatic Sea 
The work to develop a standard for a fisheries certification programme specific for the Adriatic Sea, 
the Adriatic Responsible Fisheries Management (ARFM) certification programme, began in 
2019 in the framework of the cross-border "Interreg V-A" cooperation programme between Italy and 
Croatia and of the EU Cohesion Policy. The programme is the first to be set up between the two 
countries since Croatia joined the EU in 2013.  

The EU strategy to promote a regional certification scheme in the Adriatic Sea is based on a number 
of factors. Firstly, the ARFM certification would be part of the EU Integrated Maritime Policy, which 
includes among its aims the adoption of region-tailored strategies based on cooperation among 
countries within the same sea basin, to foster the potential of the blue economy, i.e. the economic 
growth arising from a sustainable exploitation of marine resources (European Commission, 2007)27. 
Furthermore, the Adriatic basin is one of the most important and productive fishing grounds in the 
Mediterranean, ranking second in terms of production volume and fourth in terms of production 
value (General Fisheries Commission for the Mediterranean, GFCM, 2020)28, even though the local 
industry needs to make the fisheries more profitable. The fishing sector in this region therefore 
offers great opportunities to pursue the EU Blue Growth Strategy. In addition, its semi-enclosed 
nature involves that the coastal areas of the countries bordering the Adriatic have historical links 
and share a common cultural heritage, which is also reflected in traditional fishing practices and 
customs. The United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea (UNCLOS) provides that the States 
bordering an enclosed or semi-enclosed sea should cooperate with each other in the exercise of their 
rights and the performance of their duties (Art. 123). Consistent with this principle, in recent 
decades the Adriatic-Ionian basin has benefited from a succession of cooperation initiatives, first on 
a bilateral and more recently on a multilateral basis, in several sectors including maritime transport 
and trade, ports and coastal industry, fishing, aquaculture and, increasingly, marine research, 
renewable energy, technologies, innovation and resource exploitation. At the same time, conflicts 
and unresolved maritime boundary disputes persist in the region. All Adriatic coastal States are EU 
member States with the exception of Montenegro and Albania (both candidate countries) and 
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Bosnia-Herzegovina (a potential candidate). Therefore, the development of basin-wide governance 
relying potentially on well-established cooperative structures, falls under the scope of EU law and is 
an important and strategic interest for the EU. The growing importance of cooperation in the 
fisheries sector within the broader setting of the Union’s maritime governance is also reflected in the 
increasing number of certifications of origin for seafood products being developed in the EU 
(EUMOFA, 2020)29. Similarly, the EU Farm to Fork strategy for a fair, healthy and environmentally 
friendly food system (European Commission, 2020)30 is driving the seafood industry to move, 
through regulatory and non-regulatory initiatives, towards practices that facilitate healthy, 
sustainable choices for consumers. Indeed, the EU ‘marketing standards’ for fisheries and 
aquaculture products have recently been revised by the European Commission to incorporate 
sustainability aspects in the Common Market Organisation (STECF, 2020)31. 

4. Methodology  
The development of the ARFM certification involved a preliminary mapping of Adriatic fisheries 
(intended as a combination of species and gears), conducted to identify those that could potentially 
apply for the new standard. The volume and value of landings and the selectivity of their fishing 
technique led to the selection of eight fisheries, four on the Italian side and four on the Croatian side 
of the Adriatic.  

The mapping and selection steps were followed by consultations with Italian and Croatian fishing 
operators. In particular, in each of the eight fisheries, semi-structured interviews were conducted 
with fishers, fishery managers and/or ecologists/biologists to understand whether a regional 
Adriatic certification scheme, combining the concepts of ‘responsible fishery’ and ‘geographical 
location’ or ‘origin’ would meet their needs more effectively than a global scheme (e.g. MSC or FoS). 
The interviews included questions on fishery governance, ecological issues, the socioeconomic 
characteristics of the fleet as well as the specific features and history of each fishery and the 
opportunities that may be provided by a specific Adriatic certification.  

5. ‘Italian’ Adriatic fisheries 
The first fishery to be considered holds the MSC certificate. It combines the Striped venus clam fished 
by hydraulic dredges and other bivalve fisheries practiced in the northern Adriatic Sea, i.e. Razor 
clam fished by hydraulic dredges (port of Chioggia), Common cuttlefish fished by fyke nets,  Spottail 
mantis squillid fished with small pots and Hand harvesting of mussels by scuba divers on Adriatic 
gas platforms (port of Marina di Ravenna). For the Chioggia fisheries, respondents were the 
managers of a local Producer Organisation [name of the company – Anonymous]. In Marina di 
Ravenna, biologists and ecologists of a research body engaged in the development of environmental 
protection projects [name of the research institution – Anonymous] supported the interviews of some 
affiliated fishers. Clearly, the ARFM certification is of scarce interest to operators who do not seek 
wider markets and whose simple and functional organisation is sufficient for their purposes. This 
was the case of a long-established cooperative gathering around twenty small-scale fishermen, based 
in the port of Ancona, which supplies restaurants and retailers with their own produce (mainly 
molluscs) and with imported seafood. 
  

5.1. First consultation 
The first consultation concerned bivalve molluscs in the northern Adriatic Sea. The main target 
resource of the PO [anonymous] members, who operate in the Venice coastal area from Chioggia to 
Caorle, is the striped venus clam (Chamelea gallina). Other bivalve species including razor clam 
(Ensis minor), smooth clam (Callista chione) and European aurora venus clam (Venerupis aurea) are 
fished locally with hydraulic dredges. These bivalve fisheries are managed by two Consortia, the  
[Anonymous] of Venice and the [Anonymous] of Chioggia, both working under the umbrella of the PO 
[Anonymous]. The Consortia and the PO have distinct and well-defined roles: the former are 
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responsible for the management measures (mainly limitation of fishing days and setting of maximum 
daily fishing quotas on a co-management basis), whereas the latter helps fishing operators match 
supply and demand and supports them in creating value added for their products. This organisation, 
and a resource management system based on rotation and selectivity, allowed  [Anonymous] to be 
granted, in July 2018, the first MSC certification in the Mediterranean Sea for the Striped venus clam 
(Chamelea gallina) fished by hydraulic dredges. Consultation with the PO thus offered a unique 
opportunity to assess the interest of fisheries already holding a global certification in holding a 
regional certification.  

Respondents stressed that the value added of an Adriatic certification scheme lies in the ability to use 
the geographical attribute to distinguish their production from that of other companies. This could 
result in a ‘win-win situation’ for both the striped venus clam and the razor clam fisheries. As regards 
the former, the current MSC certification (for one of the two frozen brands distributed by  
[Anonymous]) could easily coexist with a new Adriatic certification. Since their MSC certificate is 
quite recent and takes some time to show an effect, there are no available statistics to assess its 
impact on sales. However, since there are very few competitors on the Italian market for frozen 
certified clams, the price that [anonymous] obtains is quite stable, ranging from 6.00 to 8.00 EUR/kg, 
higher than the price of processed and packaged fresh clams. In fact, ‘fresh’ striped venus clam (of 
which  [Anonymous] has a 20-25% share of the national market) are mainly sold to local wholesalers 
and their price varies according to market demand and supply (due to the presence of competitors), 
ranging between 2.80 and 5.90 EUR/kg.  

The [Anonymous] managers suggested that the ARFM certification could set their fresh clams apart 
from those of local competitors and stabilise prices, whereas the MSC certification would be kept for 
their frozen product, to penetrate (and keep stable) foreign markets such as Germany and 
Switzerland, where an international certification is critical. The work involved in keeping the MSC 
certification could help [Anonymous] to achieve the ARFM. The two labels, which under some 
respects are complementary (for instance, the socioeconomic aspects are addressed by the ARFM 
and not the MSC standard) could reinforce each other in their respective markets. 

The regional certificate could be useful for the razor clam fishery, which is quite recent. In fact, in 
autumn 2019 adverse meteorological conditions in the Venice lagoon area, including high water and 
flooding of the main rivers, almost destroyed a razor clam stock brought from the Tyrrhenian Sea for 
experimental restocking. Restoration of this fishery is important to the PO members, because razor 
clam used to be fished also in the northern Adriatic (Chioggia, Venice and Monfalcone). The razor 
clam beds were sowed again in 2020. In a case like this, a local certification scheme has a greater 
potential than a global one to represent the ‘story behind the product’, which is the result of good 
practices and of the successful restocking effort.  

 5.2. Second consultation    
The second group of fisheries, Common cuttlefish (Sepia officinalis) fished by fyke nets,  Spottail 
mantis squillid fished with small pots and Wild mussels collected from Adriatic gas platforms, are 
practiced by fishers based in the port of Marina di Ravenna (northern Adriatic). Respondent here 
were local fishers and some biologists and researchers of  [Anonymous], a non-profit organisation 
that works with fishing enterprises and involves them in projects aimed at innovating traditional 
fishing systems. Local common cuttlefish is captured by an artisanal fishery using small vessels (not 
longer than 12 m) and a very selective gear. These characteristics make the fresh product very well 
accepted by local consumers and commands a fairly high price. In such a context, the interest in 
joining a regional certification programme may consist in the reward for responsible practices 
adopted by local operators, such as cuttlefish egg recovery. In fact, the eggs laid in the pots are 
considered as valuable bycatch by local fishers, who rather than flushing their pots with chemical 
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additives to clean them, retrieve the eggs in ad hoc collectors and release them back to the sea1. 
Although the effect of this practice on cuttlefish population dynamics has not been determined, it 
does favourably affect the image of the fishery and contributes to preserve traditional fishery 
culture. These consultations with fishers and biologists suggested that an Adriatic certification 
programme would offer the opportunity not only to reward these practices, but also to present them 
as a local characteristic in the broader context of northern Adriatic markets. However, despite these 
valuable practices, this fishery would probably be unable to meet the more complex requirements of 
the MSC standard. 
Wild mussels growing on the steel legs of offshore gas platforms are highly appreciated in the 
Ravenna area (northern Adriatic Sea). The harvest is performed by scuba divers and specialised 
technical operators under an exclusive agreement stipulated with local fishing operators by the rig 
owner (Ente Nazionale Idrocarburi, ENI). Mussels are collected manually by scraping them off the 
legs, contributing to keep the platforms clean. Only individuals larger than 25 mm are collected, in 
line with minimum landing size regulations. 
The analyses systematically carried out by the local health service have consistently found these 
mussels to be safe and of a quality far superior to the one of farmed mussels. This is due to the fact 
that the platforms are far removed from coastal sewage systems and exposed to strong currents. 
Wild mussel from Ravenna are therefore in strong demand, mainly from local consumers and 
restaurants and command a high price (consumer price is around €4.5/kg) that may be twice the 
one of farmed mussels. The fishing operators involved in their harvesting are organised in two 
cooperatives (coordinated, for marketing, by an ATI, a temporary association of enterprises). In the 
interview, they showed a willingness to test an Adriatic certification scheme, especially because it 
can represent a chance to differentiate wild from farmed product and ensure its traceability. In fact, 
it is quite common for some fishmongers to sell farmed product as wild. Another factor in favour of 
the ARFM certification, according to these operators, is that the new certification scheme could 
support the ability of the product to penetrate new markets and to attract a larger number of buyers, 
given that the marketing of wild mussels is currently based on a local and self-controlled supply 
chain.  

  

6. ‘Croatian’ Adriatic fisheries 
As regards the Croatian coast of the Adriatic, the analysis focused on three fisheries in the Istria area, 
practiced by the Cooperative [Anonymous]. A fishery currently being evaluated for the MSC 
certification, Sardine and anchovy fished by purse seines by the members of the Fishing Association 
[Anonymous], was also examined. 

6.1. First consultation 
The three fisheries are all practiced by the members of [Anonymous], which operates in Istria 
(northern Adriatic) through around 50 vessels. The first target species analysed was Common sole 
(Solea solea) fished by trammel nets using small boats operating, generally overnight, three miles off 
the coast of Parenzo and Pola. These nets have a relatively low impact on protected and vulnerable 
species, they are selective, they involve minimal bycatch and are rarely lost. The common sole caught 
with trammel nets are generally sold to local restaurants and on the Italian market. Although the 
three to six fishermen per boat are locals, the PO managers believe that Philippine and Nepalese 
workers will make up a part of the crew in the future. Boats are manufactured in Italy, whereas 
trammels are bought from local shops.  

The second fishery was Queen scallop (Pecten jacobaeus) fished by rampons, the local name for beam 
bottom trawlers. This fishery is planning a pilot action to test modified rampons made by a

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manufacturer in Italy, with features that would reduce its impact on benthic and non-target species 
besides improving fuel use/efficiency. 

Finally, Deep water rose shrimp (Parapenaeus longirostris) fished by trawls is purchased fresh (not 
frozen) by the PO from another fishing company. Shrimp are then sold to local restaurants or 
processed through a de-shelling machine to produce ‘shrimp burgers’.  

The [Anonymous] representatives stated that an Adriatic certification could be an opportunity for all 
three fisheries to add value to new processed products and to provide consumers with information 
on the origin of the seafood and production methods. They feel that the processed products that 
would benefit most are ‘scallop salad’, ‘scallop burger’ and ‘shrimp burger’. Another key issue is the 
opportunity to associate environmental protection with the social dimension of sustainability, which 
is not covered by the vast majority of the fishery certification programmes, including the MSC 
standard.  

6.2. Second consultation  
The second consultation in Croatia regarded sardine and anchovy caught by purse seines under the 
umbrella of [Anonymous], a 16-member company operating in the archipelago of Zadar and 
accounting for 20-25% of the Croatian catch of small pelagics. In June 2017, it signed a Memorandum 
of Understanding with the WWF and the Ministry of Agriculture of Croatia (Directorate of Fisheries) 
to implement an ‘Adriatic small pelagic fishery improvement project (FIP)’, directed at enabling local 
operators to reach the sustainability standards required to enter the full MSC assessment. The 
interview highlighted that an Adriatic certification programme could facilitate the achievement of 
the MSC standard by ‘anticipating’, at the regional level, some elements increasingly included in the 
MSC standard, such as new issues related to environmental protection (e.g. reduction of marine 
plastic waste) and social aspects. In addition, sardine and anchovy are iconic traditional fisheries in 
the region, with even an important food festival devoted to them every year. Therefore, a regional 
label may increase the market share of Adriatic local products and at the same time foster tourism, 
which is a key economic sector in Croatia. 
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7. Adriatic Responsible Fisheries Management (ARFM) certification 
programme  

 

The consultations described above generated a proposal for an Adriatic Responsible Fisheries 
Management (ARFM) certification programme, whose Standards and Procedural Framework are 
presented below. 

 

7.1. Standards 

The ARFM certification standards consist of 3 key principles or ‘pillars’:  
1. GOVERNANCE 
2. ENVIRONMENT 
3. SOCIOECONOMIC ASPECTS.  
Each pillar includes a number of Supporting Articles (SAs) articulated into a set of Specific Indicators 
(SIs), as outlined in Table 1. The SAs are excerpts from the FAO Code of Conduct for Responsible 
Fisheries, from the FAO Guidelines for eco-labelling of fish and fishery products from marine capture 
fisheries and from EU Common Fishery Policy (CFP) regulations (notably Regulation EU No. 
1380/2013). The SAs provide the legal basis for the ARFM standard, whereas fishery performances 
are ‘evaluated’ and ‘scored’ according to the individual SIs.  
In particular, a first evaluation of the fishery is performed at the level of the entire fleet operating in 
the area, to assess its ‘conformity’ with the standard (Component of Evaluation, CoE). A second 
evaluation is made at the level of the fishers (individuals or POs), to assess the ‘compliance’ with the 
standard of each operator (Component of Accreditation, CoA). A score of 4 to 10 is assigned for each 
SI. Certification according to the ARFM standard requires a score of at least 6 in each SI being 
certified.

7.1.1 Pillar 1: Governance 
The Sis of the ‘Governance’ pillar assess whether at the CoE level the fishery’s management system 
respects the international, EU and national laws and standards for the rational exploitation of fishery 
resources, including the GFCM measures, the FAO Code of conduct and guidelines, the Common 
Fisheries Policy of the European Union, national legislation and the fishery management regulations 
relevant for Adriatic countries. The indicators in this pillar also evaluate the presence and effective 
application of horizontal strategies and environmental regulations and policies (e.g. the EU Marine 
Strategy Framework Directive, the Water Framework Directive, the Integrated Coastal Zone 
Management and Maritime Spatial Planning strategies) and of EU or international cooperation 
mechanisms and multi-annual plans or other stock management measures. Next, the CoA is assessed 
in terms of the level of enforcement of the legal framework, i.e. whether and how the applicant 
complies with regulations. A low CoA score does not necessarily entail a low CoE score (and 
viceversa); for example, the applicant may have adopted some good voluntary practices and/or 
improvement/pilot actions towards a more responsible fishery.   

 

7.1.2 Pillar 2: Environment 
The SIs of the ‘Environment’ pillar, assess at the CoE level data collection, which is a prerequisite for 
understanding the state of fished stocks and the fishery’s impacts on the resource. The SIs are also 
based on the strength of scientific research to assess the level of resource exploitation, if necessary 
also considering simplified or data-limited approaches (especially in case of small-scale fisheries, 
where data collection is poor). The SIs also evaluate the integration of the precautionary and 
ecosystem approaches into operators’ fishing practices, especially the assessment of the potential 
risks related to inadequate knowledge or information. The SIs related to ecosystem impacts quantify 
the possible adverse effects of the fishery on the environment and on other species, based on 
indicators that account for both direct and indirect mediated effects (that can also be obtained 
through models) of fishery-induced mortality. Finally, SI 2.4.2.,‘Food web’, concerns the development 
of a model to estimate the role of target species in the food web through indicators of trophic 
position, key stoneness or topological centrality in the food web, to understand and quantify possible 
trophic cascade effects of fisheries removal. 

 

7.1.3 Pillar 3: Economic and social aspects 
The SIs of the ‘Economic and Social’ pillar evaluate, first of all, whether the fishery being assessed 
promotes sustained and sustainable economic growth and full and productive employment. At the 
CoE level, they assess the ability of the data collection system to address the economic aspects, 
whereas the CoA parameters include the ability of the sector to promote fair and responsible 
fisheries and to support generational turnover, e.g. attract the young to the sector, which is a major 
problem of Mediterranean fisheries. The ability of the sector to promote the valorisation of landings 
through a better organisation of supply is also evaluated at the CoE and CoA levels. At the CoE level, 
the balance between fleet capacity and fishing opportunities is considered by establishing whether a 
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system to measure fleet capacity is in place and whether research has been conducted to determine 
or estimate whether fishing capacity ensures the sustainable use of the resource. At the CoA level, the 
SIs assess compliance/implementation with the provisions regulating the social dimension of the 
CFP and those of international regulations and standards (e.g. onboard safety and security, social 
rights, women’s participation and recognition).Traceability issues, such as fishers’ use of texts at the 
time of landing to mark the entry of the fish in the value chain and the development of a common 
platform based on the blockchain technology to record all subsequent movement of the product, 
complement the Economic and Social pillar in the further development of the ARFM certification 
standard for chain of custody certification. 

The proposed Standards are accompanied by a Procedural Framework setting out the six stages of 

the ARFM certification process: 1. Application; 2. Preliminary evaluation (optional); 3. In-depth 

evaluation; 4. Certification; 5. Progress Monitoring; 6. Re-certification (Fig. 1).

The ‘preliminary evaluation’ (stage 2) may be performed to highlight potential challenges affecting 

the certification and prepare the applicant to undergo an ‘in-depth evaluation’ (stage 3). After being 

granted the ARFM certificate, the fishery enters a surveillance stage with audits performed every two 

years. The ARFM certificate expires after 8 years and may be renewed through a re-certification 

process.  

8. Conclusions 
 A new regional standard, developed specifically for Adriatic fisheries, is presented. Most 
Mediterranean fisheries do not meet the requirements of global certification schemes, yet most need 
innovative strategies to add value to local products and expand market opportunities. A possible 
approach is through a regional certification scheme. This is especially appropriate in a sub-basin, like 
the Adriatic Sea, where fishing is traditionally an important source of income for numerous coastal 
communities. Here, too, integration and cooperation among coastal States have deep roots in several 
areas, including the maritime economy, and have contributed to shape a regional identity that could 
provide a sound basis for further cooperation in the fishery sector. 
 The Italian and Croatian fisheries examined via interviews with fishing operators have 
demonstrated the potential of fisheries in geographical sub-area GSA17 (Northern Adriatic Sea) and 
GSA18 (Southern Adriatic Sea) to benefit from a regional certification scheme, which is expected to 
provide greater price stabilisation on local markets, access to new markets, value added for local 
products (fresh and/or processed) and rewards for responsible fishing practices undertaken by local 
operators. Indeed, a label indicating ‘product origin’ and ensuring ‘responsible fishing’ seems to meet 
the current needs of several Adriatic fishers, since these two elements improve their positioning on 
domestic and foreign markets, respectively. 
In particular, the ARFM certification would enhance the value of Adriatic fish produce on some 
markets where geographical provenance is considered important by local consumers (e.g. southern 
Europe). In addition, the managers of fishing companies operating close to the major tourist ports of 
the Adriatic (especially those involved in the wild mussel fishery on the Adriatic gas platforms in 
Marina di Ravenna and those exploiting small pelagic fisheries in Zadar) stressed that a regional

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certification scheme based on ecological and social responsibility would also enhance the 
attractiveness of local products, contributing to tourism development. In fact, these locations are 
frequent destinations of tourists from northern Europe, who are very attentive to eco-labelling.  
Critically, certification according to a regional standard does not preclude future or current 
certification under international/global programmes, but would actually constitute a useful step 
towards future assessment by global certification schemes. Indeed, the analysis of two of the 
fisheries taken into account, Striped venus clam fished with hydraulic dredges and Small pelagics 
(sardine and anchovy) fished by purse seines, highlighted that international and regional schemes 
can coexist and even reinforce each other. In particular, the two certifications could be used to label 
different products of the same fishery (e.g. fresh and frozen fish) targeting different markets; at the 
same time, holding two certificates would heighten a fishery’s reputation. 
Besides enhancing product marketing, the ARFM certification provides a more comprehensive 
fishery assessment framework that would allow overcoming some drawbacks of most current 
certification schemes. Notably, the European Commission (DG MARE) has recently modified some 
elements of the Common Market Organisation of fisheries and aquaculture products to incorporate 
sustainability criteria in seafood marketing standards (a method that is intended to be 
complementary, not alternative to certification), in line with the EU Farm to Fork Strategy for a fair, 
healthy and environmentally-friendly food system (COM/2020/381 final)32. With regard to the 
sustainability indicators used in selected certification schemes and labels (MSC, FoS, Pêche Durable, 
Valduvis, Iceland Responsible Fisheries Management, FAO guidelines on Fisheries certification, 
Marine Conservation Society), the Scientific, Technical and Economic Committee for Fisheries 
(STECF) of the European Commission noted that whereas the environmental issues are extensively 
covered by most schemes, social issues are considered only by some of them whereas the economic 
aspects are less addressed (STECF-20-05. 2021)33. 

Whereas the scientific, legal and technical requirements included in the ARFM certification are in line 
with the FAO guidelines (like MSC and FoS), the proposed standard has a broader scope. In fact, 
besides the governance and environmental pillars, it encompasses social and economic issues, thus 
embracing all three dimensions of sustainability (environmental, economic and social) of the cross-
sector approach of the CFP. For instance, among the economic SIs –such as the collection of relevant 
economic data (CoE level) and the ability of a fishery to improve operator skills and create good 
employment conditions or to organise supply to match market demand (CoA level) –new aspects 
include the use of blockchain technologies to improve product traceability since the time of landing, 
which is not covered by existing schemes.  

Clearly, the ARFM standards need to be coordinated with a chain of custody certification system (as 
in the case of the MSC certification, which is based on a double set of requirements, the Fisheries 
Standard and the Chain of Custody Standard). In this respect, the proposed certification seeks to 
anticipate in the standards used to assess whether a fishery is well managed and responsible, several 
good practices that are linked to the chain of custody evaluation, such as the use of texts by fishers at 
the time of landing, to mark the first identification of the product which is immediately sent to the 
processing industry or the distribution channels.  

As regards the social dimension, the SIs of the ARFM certification incorporate the international 
labour standards about conditions of work on board fishing vessels, developed by the International 
Labour Organisation (ILO), as well as the social framework of the CFP, notably Directive (EU) 
2017/159, concerning the implementation of the ILO Work in Fishing Convention, 2007 into EU Law 
and the provisions of Regulation (EU) No 1380/2013, regarding the social aspects of fisheries.  

Last but not least, the ARFM certification is expected to provide the stimulus for the development of 
similar regional certification schemes in other areas of the Mediterranean, to exploit local 
characteristics, reinforce good fishing practices and take advantage of local acceptance and trust on 
traditional and local fisheries. 
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
