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Summary 
 

The involved partners – Grad Kaštela, Grad Cres, Grad Korčula – organised the foreseen local events in 

concomitance with the finalisation of the pilot actions of competence, in order to inform the general 

local audience on the state of the art of the local activities and on the results achieved by the 

partnership through the implementation of the project VALUE.  
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Local event in Kaštela 
 

On March 26th and 27th, Open days of EU projects in the City of Kaštela were held in the period from 

10:00 to 13:00. The days were held at two locations, in Kaštel Stari and Kaštel Štafilić. The aim was to 

inform citizens and the general public with the projects that are implementing now in the City, as well as 

with already implemented projects, both co-financed by EU funds. Mayor Denis Ivanović also spoke with 

the citizens, pointing out that the City of Kaštela has withdrawn around 140 million kuna from European 

funds in the last three years with infrastructure, social and cultural projects. 

In order to inform citizens better, promotional brochures were distributed with a lots of data, such as 

the goal and purpose of the project, value, financial investments in specific projects financed by EU 

funds and by the City itself, list of project associates, deadlines and so on. 

Employees of the Department of EU Funds were at the disposal of citizens, giving them answers to all 

questions and uncertainties. Project Value was presented, as well as the other projects. Citizens have 

shown great interest in events of this type. 

On facebook page of City of Kaštela pilot site was presented in Croatian language. 

 

Local event in Cres 
 

On 4th December, Town of Cres organized a local promotional event under the name “Koracima naših 

starih” (“In the footsteps of our ancestors”). Meetings of the project team members were held to create 

a concept and a timeline for the event. The procurement for the external expert for the organization of 

the event was conducted, and FIRMA trade for organization and promotion was hired for the job. The 

event had two parts.  

The first part included a 3 hour long walk along the historical trail which was renewed in the 4.5 Pilot 

site Cres activity. About 40 walkers toured the 13-kilometre route accompanied by a guide, and upon 

arrival in the town of Cres, they were greeted with a warm meal, music, and a presentation of the 

VALUE project by the project manager.  

For the second part, a series of lectures on the natural and cultural heritage of the island of Cres was 

held in Moise Palace, as well as a presentation of achievements in the VALUE project. A total of four of 

articles were written in various media sites about the event. The event was promoted in both town of 

Cres and town Mali Lošinj and was promoted via social media. The event was held in accordance with 
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the current COVID-19 restrictions. Photos of the event were taken, and articles were written, VALUE 

promo gadgets were distributed among the attendants, and evaluation surveys were collected. 
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Local event “Streets of Korčula” 
 

Korčula Town organized the local public event “Street of Korčula” on 23rd April 2022. Traditionally 

Korčula is hosting a sporting event “Marco Polo Challenge – Korčula middle distance triathlon”. Future 

Marco Polo Interpretation Centre, considering part of the works on the Marco Polo house (pilot site of 

the partner) were implemented through project VALUE, hosted the event. In addition, given the that a 

considerable number of athletes and their families would have been visiting Korčula, it was though to be 

a good opportunity to enable a larger number of people to hear about the project and take part in the 

local event.  

The event consisted of several activities attracting a large number of participants: 

- “Street of Korčula” sporting/humanitarian event – the participants were asked to race by 

running or walking the streets of the Korčula old town. The winners in various age and sex 

categories were later awarded with medals and trophies. Triathletes and their families, local 

population and tourists took part in this event. Each participant received a street map, and 

project gadgets/promotional material. About 40 people participated in this activity;  
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- Guided tour around Korčula old town with a specific thematic on Marko Polo. Two groups were 

organized: one in Croatian and one in English. Over 60 people participated in this activity. The 

tour included the old town, Marco Polo house and ended with a visit to the Town Museum, 

which re-opened in 2021, with part of the renovation works implemented through the project; 

- Conference held at the Museum to present the interventions implemented in the pilot sites and 

the project results and objectives. 
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
