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CNR-ISMAR organized two communication activity at Il Carnevale dei Ragazzi - 
La Biennale di Venezia. 

These events were specifically two didactic/artistic laboratories, organized in collaboration with La 
Biennale di Venezia. 

The activity was organized in two parts: 1) a theoretical part during which underwater noise 
pollution was described and explained; 2) an artistic section in which the partecipating kids had to 
produce several chinese shadowns to tell a story connected to the underwater noise impacts. All 
other activities such as the stands for the Venice Boat Show (Salone Nautico di Venezia) had to be 
suspended.  

Target group involved: 23 educational training. 
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Soundscape Laboratory 

 
The laboratory of SOUNDSCAPE intends to raise awareness of the participants about pollution by 
underwater noise and its consequences for organisms and marine ecosystems. The laboratory 
consists of three parts: 
1. theoretical framework in which participants will be illustrated the various human activities that 
produce underwater noise and will explain the sensitivity of marine animals and the consequences 
on their life cycles of this type of pollution; 
2. practical activity in which participants will draw marine animals on paper they will cut out to 
build Chinese shadows; 
3. Performing activities where participants will stage a game of Chinese shadows and organisms in 
which they will mimic the reactions of the organisms to the various noises. 
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
