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WORLD OCEAN DAY event took place in Venice Arsenale on the 8th 2019  

The SOUNDSCAPE team of CNR ISMAR provided support in the organization of the World Ocean Day 
2019 event that took place at ISMAR headquarter on June, 8th. A scientist of the SOUNDSCAPE team 
collaborated with an artist of Accademia delle Belle Arti of Venice, Arianna Niero, to create an artistic 
installation in order to raise public and stakeholders awareness about the issue of underwater noise 
and the activities of the SOUNDSCAPE project. 

«Anthropogenic Underwater Noise» aims to recreate the acoustic environment of the marine 
ecosystem, focusing on the sonic impact that human activities have on this habitat. The artwork 
reflects on Michol Ghezzo and her colle agues' newest research work about ocean noise pollution as 
part of “Soundscape”, a European project jointly funded by Italy and Croatia with the objective of 
monitoring the underwater sonic environment of the Adriatic Sea through a network of 9 
hydrophones placed along the Italian and Croatian coasts. The project is currently under 
development and it will enable analysis and assessment of the underwater sonic climate, as well as 
an intervention plan to protect the biodiversity of the marine ecosystem. 
«Anthropogenic Underwater Noise» uses the sounds of the Venice Lagoon recorded through a 
hydrophone submerged under the waters of the Gran Canal and the Giudecca Canal and aims to 
simulate the destructive impact of the noise caused by humans on aquatic organisms.
