Recreational boating noise represents a considerable contribution to the overall underwater
noise.

Within the Adriatic Sea, recreational boating is especially intense in the summer months due to
nautical tourism and the presence of numerous ports and marinas visited by these leisure boats
along the coastline.

Evaluating the noise inputs of leisure crafts to the local sea background noise is therefore
essential when identifying the most dominant anthropogenic noise sources in this region.

Noise levels of the representatives of various types of boats will be recorded in a controlled
environment. From these data, acoustic signature of the pleasure activity will be assessed.
