The Adriatic basin is characterised by a variety
of physical, ecological, and socio-economical
settings. Analysis of relevant information plays a
vital role in supporting decision-making, predi-
cting, and mitigating climate impacts and desi-
gning effective interventions.

The CREATE cluster collected outputs from
more than 15 projects funded by the ltaly-Croa-
tia CBC Programme 2014-2020, supporting
adaptation to climate change in the Adriatic
region. By promoting access to available data
on climate scenarios, guidance documents and
adaptation solutions, policy makers, spatial
planners, scientists and other practitioners
involved in local adaptation planning can bene-
fit from an integrated approach to climate
action.
