Aim of seminary 

Focusing on the main output of Museumcultour , discussion about proper implementation of strategy for Innocultour. In detail, the seminary aimed to discuss together about the possibility to increase the museum attractiveness thank to possibility offer by Creative Industry and tools of New Information Technologies. Thank to the contribution of representative of museum partners and municipalities involved in the Province of Ferrara and Ravenna which presents experiences of Museum involved and the presence of cultural expert on museum exhibitions activities will be possible exchange ideas, opinions and know best practices on how the creative industry and new technologies  could improve the attraction of small museum. 

Content – contribution 
- Welcome opening sessions by rappresentative of Municipality of Comacchio 
- Mauro Conficoni, Steering Committee DELTA 2000 and Angela Nazzaruolo, coordinator DELTA 2000 presented the INNOCULTOUR project, main output and objectives. 
- Andrea Pollarini, cultural marketing expert by DELTA 2000 presented the MUSUEMCULTOUR strategy and capitalization for INNOCULTOUR (see slide In attachment) 
In the following the experience of other museums and partner partecipants : 
- Gianni Padovani , Major Municipality of Mesola with a presentation of The wood and deer museum of Mesola- FE (IT) and Annalisa Canali, Director of MUSA Salt Museum of Cervia, RA (IT) with a presentation of MUSA Salt Museum of Cervia, RA . Both sites will be involved in the INNOCULTOUR project.

In particular Annalisa Canali evidenced some innovative experience actually on going in the MUSA museum, for exemple salt worker for a day, that had a great success in the tourist and citizens. Other great success in the use with the educational programme in the schools of video, images and similar to show at the young people ancient traditions. Evidenced other that it is really important linked enogastronomy traditions, saltworks traditions with the other territorial resources. 
- Mario Ialenti, Head of Territorial Cooperation Office, Molise Region (IT) presented the state of art of area of  Fortore Molisano Micro-Museums and Castles network and the need of valorization of promotion of this territory. Evidenced furthermore the resources of Molise area, as some dairy products. The  valorization and conservation of museum network of Molise is more important to valorize culture and resources and other than more specificities of these areas. In the project innocultour are foreseen two paths: one is relative to the location of Celestino V for a path of about 15 km that will across areas with churchs and other spiritual location, and will finished in the museum of pyrotechnic fires, anthropological ethnic museum. 
A second themes is relative to the Fortore area, area of Ariccia, Jesi, museum of ancient traditions, museum of wheat (around the grain of wheat have been created many things, objects, clothing, artistic work, etc). 
So it will be following a double line to recover and promote the ancient memories with a creation of concrete network between museums with a creation of a one image, one language, one will  to promote and valorize the diversity of each territories 
- Aurora di Mauro, Ref. of Cultural heritage Cultural activities, Veneto Region  (IT) presented the 
Museum of the Southern Lagoon in Chioggia-VE and the museum of Great Rivers Museum in Rovigo. The second in particular has characterized by prevalence of a school audience, so it it is losing its function as a city museum because it is losing his identity. 
With reference to the Southern Lagoon in Chioggia, Chioggia is a maritime town, the town has a cultural maritime tradition that the museums would tell. The museum is interesting to find new target of public, not only school tourism.  The museum is interested in increasing awareness in the same citizenship, also enhancing the communication activities of these museums.

- Mihaela Tomasevic, RERA – Rera Sd For Coordination And Development Of Split Dalmatia County presented using a video the Ethno eco villages on Hvar island  

- Željka Modrić Surina, Natural History Museum Rijeka presented the situation about the Natural History Museum Rijeka today and tomorrow  ,the activities and investments realized also to increase the public target. 

At the end of session, Elisabetta Pozzetti, Art Curator, expert DELTA 2000 (LP), using slide here attached presented numerous exemples about Technologies and their strategic use in museum narration paths as beacons, interactives tables, multitouch screens, multitouch desks, kinect; Pozzetti concluded the presentation of numeroes case history and exempls highligheted some keys concept. It is important that the technologies was connected with real content, not only IT technologies; important element is the story board, the story have to be visually tangible, real; interdisciplinary;  efficient communication; interaction; emotional component.
